3.  How were the ancient civilizations of Egypt and Mesopotamia similar?  How were they different?
4. How did religion play a part in how the Egyptians treated their dead? (Be sure to include afterlife, embalming, and pyramids in your answer.)
5. Using your knowledge of Egyptian mythology, retell an Egyptian myth.  OR, if you prefer, write your own myth using Egyptian gods and goddesses.
6.  Describe the social structure in ancient Egypt.  Be sure to include the roles of pharaohs, priests, nobles, artisans, scribes, merchants, farmers, unskilled workers, and slaves in your answer.
7.  During the Middle Kingdom, Egypt built a very large empire and experienced a period of peace and order.  Describe what trade was like during this time.
8.  What qualities do you think were important for a pharaoh to be successful?  Use examples of real leaders to support your answer (Narmer, Hatshepsut, Thutmose, Amenhotep, Ramses II).
