4.  Describe how the Athenian democracy compares to the modern American democracy.  (Be sure to include the terms direct democracy and representative democracy in your response.)
5. What do you know about the Greek religion? (Please include oracle, Mount Olympus, Zeus, Hera, Hades, Poseidon, Hestia, Artemis, Apollo, Hermes, Aphrodite, Athena, and Ares.)
6.  Retell a favorite Greek myth.
7.  Describe Greek theater and its impact on modern culture. (Be sure to include comedy and tragedy in your answer.
8.  Make a chart of influential Greek poets, philosophers, scientists, mathematicians, and statesmen that describes their contribution to the world. (Be sure to include: Solon, Pericles, Homer, Sophocles, Socrates, Plato, Aristotle, Herodotus, Hippocrates, Alexander the Great, Archimedes, Euclid, and Pythagoras.)
9.  Describe the major wars in Greece’s history and how each was important to the development of its culture.  (Include: Persian Wars, Peloponnesian Wars, Alexander the Great’s battles)
